COMMUNITY LINKS  


Throughout the year the school has continued to maintain and promote strong community links. Many classes included links with the community in their topics resulting in extensive links with community and business eg Llanfaes Dairy, Fire Station, Barclays Bank. Dementia Awareness has remained a key area, enhancing citizenship skills. As part of this Year 6 have shared their intergenerational working locally at a Brecon Dementia Friends Community Awareness session. Schools across Powys have visited and are now following our lead and developing their own projects. Our school continues to be used by the community of Llanfaes, including Aberhonddu Male Voice Choir. In addition the school has raised money for local charities such as Wales Air Ambulance and the food bank.  St. David's Church at Llanfaes continues to be a regular part of our school calendar, with visits being undertaken termly to the church. The school Christmas Fayre was very well supported by the local community. Further links have been developed between Llanfaes C P School and Christ College as they have kindly allowed the use of their sport facilities for hockey and have been most accommodating when Year 4 visited for their Tudor topic. Strong links are maintained with the police through termly visits by the Police Liaison officer into classes and visits from PCSOs.

From the tables you will see that the achievements of our pupils in Foundation Phase Outcome Indicator (FPOI) have increased this year to 100%. Core Subject Indicator (CSI) at Key Stage 2 has dipped slightly this year, even though pupils attained in nearly all cases above their predicted levels. Our boys outperformed our girls which is against the national trend. At the higher levels (Outcome 6 in Foundation Phase and Level 5 in key stage 2) pupils continued to achieve above national averages. This is a credit to the hard work of all the staff, pupils and of course home support.  

The table below summarises the School Targets that were set for pupils at the end of Key Stage 2 achieving the Core Subject Indicator (Level 4 or better) for July 2018. These are based on previous attainment at Foundation Phase, CATs (Year 4),FFT data  and Welsh National test. Please take into account that due to pupils either leaving or coming to the school the targets set at the beginning of the year do not always reflect the final results.

Absence Target

The school aimed to achieve 95% attendance in 2017/18. The actual attendance was 96.13%. The school has been above 95% since 2013/14.  In order to achieve this in addition to the  ‘first day response’ system and  text messaging parents also when no reason for absence is received the school sent out information regarding the effect of absence on learning and termly letters to all parents informing them of their child’s percentage attendance. Termly awards for 100% attendance were also given. The headteacher worked with the Authority to try and raise attendance and the Educational Welfare Officer wrote or visited pupils whose attendance was at 85% or below.
