Governors’ Report to Parents 2016
The governing body of Ysgol Gynradd Llanidloes has decided, pursuant to section 94 of the School Standards and Organisation (Wales) Act 2013, that a report be prepared, a summary of the report be distributed to parents and that in future meetings would be held only when parents petition for a meeting or if the Governing Body felt it were necessary to call a meeting to discuss a particular issue. Parent Governors

Attendance

Pupils’ attendance, when compared with both similar schools and other schools in Powys, has shown signs of improvement, however this needs further improvement.  To date no parents at the school have been penalised for their child’s poor attendance.

Pupil attendance for the year 2015/16 was 95.2%.  We exceeded our target of 95%.  Unauthorised absence was 0.35%.
Any absences due to birthdays or shopping trips are considered unauthorised absences.  We kindly ask that all holidays be taken during official school holidays.  A substantial percentage of our absences are due to pupils being away on holiday.

Parents have a duty to inform the school of reasons for any pupil absence on the morning of the first day of the absence by telephone, e-mail, letter or personal contact.  Messages passed through third parties are not acceptable.
The Headteacher is the only person allowed to authorise an absence.  If a reason for absence is not deemed sufficient the absence will be considered as unauthorised.

Results

Welsh

Welsh as a second language is taught throughout the school.  English is the usual medium of communication in the school but we encourage all the children to use incidental Welsh as much as possible.  We also aim to help them develop an appreciation of the cultural heritage of Wales through aspects of the Cwricwlwm Cymreig and involvement in activities such as the Urdd.
Sporting aims and achievements

Ysgol Gynradd Llanidloes has a strong ethos of keeping healthy and active.  We have always put a high value on sports and games and all children have the opportunity to take part in a wide range of activities.  Pupils are also encouraged to join and participate in various activities organised by local sporting clubs.   Visiting coaches help all of our pupils improve their skills as well as further developing our more able and talented young athletes.  The project between, Ysgol Caersws, Ysgol Dyffryn Trannon, Ysgol Llandinam, Ysgol Uwchradd Llanidloes and Clwb Rygbi Llanidloes has continued whereby a sports officer is employed to help encourage participation in sport. 
An annual residential visit affords pupils the opportunity of experiencing outdoor and adventurous activities.  Pupils in Year 6 are encouraged to take part in sailing and kayaking lessons offered during the latter half of the summer term.
