The Headteacher is the designated person with responsibility for Child Protection. 

Where there is any evidence of abuse it is the Headteacherõs duty to comply with the 

guidelines laid down by the local authority by informing the appropriate authorities, 

without notifying parents in certain circumstances.

Pupils in Foundation Phase 
are provided with a drink of milk daily.  A Tuck Shop operates from the Sunflower Unit; fruit and vegetable sticks can 
be purchased for a nominal amount.  Healthy eating and healthy lifestyles commonly feature as a part of both our Science 
and Personal and Social Education programmes.  Food served in the canteen conforms with standards set by Powys 
catering service with regards to eating a balanced diet.

Such an environment will nurture 
the emotional, aesthetic, physical, social and intellectual development of the child. 
 
Within the Foundation Phase at Ysgol Gynradd Llanidloes we aim to 
provide a broad and balanced education in a happy and caring environment.

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CWRICWLWM YR YSGOL                                                                        THE SCHOOL CURRICULUM  

The schoolõs curriculum planning includes all the statutory National Curriculum programmes of study.  We recognise that primary 
education is not simply subject-based and children will also be learning through projects and topics.  In language for example, speaking 
and listening, reading and writing skills run throughout the curriculum group work and co-operative attitudes, planning and evaluation 
skills can be found in all work.  Most divisions in a curriculum are to some extent artificial but convenient. 
 
Curriculum 
Since the curriculum review of 2008 a greater emphasis has been  placed upon developing key skills.  Thinking, communication, ICT 

and number skills are firmly embedded and form a key part of the learning process.  Assessment for learning strategies have also been 

introduced whereby pupils take an active role in improving their learning. 

 

Thinking Skills:   Learners are encouraged to plan their work, develop and apply their ideas creatively and critically and reflect on 

their learning.  Thinking skills develop the learnersõ self confidence and self respect, increases their self esteem and commitment, which 

improves their overall performance.  Eg, hot seating, two stars and a wish, self assessment, peer assessment. 

Communication Skills:  Communication skills apply to all subject areas and have been organised into four elements relating to 

oracy, reading, writing and wider communication skills (communication of all kinds including gesture, mime and singing - and the 

expression of ideas and emotions through mediums such as music, art and dance). 

ICT Skills:  Opportunities are given to pupils to use a wide variety of resources to develop ICT skills across the curriculum.  These 
include: creating and presenting information and ideas, plus selecting the appropriate means of delivery, e.g. powerpoint presentations, 
graphs and diagrams, word processing, etc; finding and developing information and ideas through different forms of ICT techniques. 
Number Skills:  Number skills are developed in various ways:  
Using information (using numbers, measuring, gathering information) 
Calculating (using the number system and using a variety of methods) 
Interpreting results and presenting findings (talking about and explaining work, comparing data, recording and interpreting data and 
presenting findings).

These pages provide just a sample of what children should be able to do in order to reach each of the levels.  As a guide, by the end of the Foundation Phase, 

the performance of the majority of pupils should be within the range of Outcomes 4 to 6.  By the end of Key Stage 2 it should be within the range of level 2 

to 5.  Most children making steady progress will move to a new level on the National Curriculum scale every two years or so.  However, achievements will 

vary accordingly to your childõs particular strengths and weaknesses, and some children will climb the levels faster than others.  It is unlikely that any child 

will be at the same level for all subjects, or for the component parts of each subject.

The school is categorised as   
ñpredominantly English medium primary schooló, which means that all pupils in the Foundation Phase experience the 
areas of learning mainly through the medium of English.  English is the main teaching medium at KS2.  Welsh is taught 
as a second language in KS2, and some aspects of some subjects may be taught in Welsh.  Less than 20% of the teaching 
is through the medium of Welsh. 
 
Language of the School - English is the language of the day to day business of the school, but some Welsh is also 
used as a language of communication with the pupils with the aim of improving their capacity to use everyday Welsh.  The 
school communicates with parents either in English or in both languages.

However the school strives to develop pupilsõ bilingual abilities and to create a Welsh ethos. 

 
Advantages of Bilingualism 
There are many advantages.  For example: 
Research shows that children who understand more than one language are able to think more flexibly and creatively. 
There are definite economic advantages later on when your child is looking for a job, as more jobs in Wales today ask for 
bilingual skills than ever before. 
It can help to build a bridge between generations, if grandparents or family members speak Welsh. 
A bilingual person can communicate with a wider variety of people than a person who can speak only one language. 
It provides the opportunity to experience two different cultures. 
In Welsh-speaking areas, it gives people the opportunity to participate fully in all aspects of community life. 
 
How to help at home 
There are lots of ways you can reinforce what your child is learning at school: 
You can take an active interest in every aspect of your childõs life. 
Thereõs no reason why you shouldnõt carry on reading to your child and discussing all his / her activities in whichever 
language is most comfortable for you. 
It can be helpful for you childõs language and social skills to discuss with you in English what he /she is learning in 
Welsh. 
As we have suggested, you might also like to consider learning Welsh yourself, so that you can keep pace with your child! 
 
A positive attitude 
If you want your child to be proud of being able to speak Welsh itõs important that you have a positive attitude towards 
the language and that you show this to your child.  Children often demonstrate the same attitude towards things as their 
parents.  If you show that you enjoy hearing Welsh spoken, then your child will probably enjoy speaking it! 
The home can have a vital role to play in developing language in children.  It is a natural place to learn and use language 
in everyday conversations with parents or other people.  If you have the chance to use Welsh at any level in your home, this 
is a great place for your child to use it too. 
 
Developing Language Skills 
Research shows that being able to speak and use two languages improves a childõs ability to use and learn language in 
general.  Children can learn about something in one language and talk about it in another, and this often helps them to 
understand the subject more easily. 
Recent results have also shown that children receiving bilingual education tend to do better right across the curriculum ð 
including in English.

Pwysleisir defnyddio medrau mathe-
mategol ar gyfer cyflawni gwaith ymchwilio a chymhwyso gwybodaeth i ddatrys problemau bob dydd.   
Derbynnir bod defnyddio cyfrifianellau yn rhan werthfawr o ddysgu Mathemateg, ond nid ydynt yn 
disodli dysgu bondiau rhif. 

 
Mae plant yn dysgu llawer am rifau a siapiau ymhell cyn dod iõr ysgol.  Ceir cyfleoedd i siarad © 
phlentyn sydd heb ddechrau yn yr ysgol am rifau mewn llyfrau darluniau.  Bydd cymaint o 
groeso i chi gymryd rhan yn y broses o ddysgu Mathemateg ag sydd wrth ddysgu darllen iõch 
plant. 
 
 
 
Mathematics in primary school has many of its skills based on practical experiences.  Children need practical 
work to learn how to measure and to estimate.  Much emphasis is placed on using mathematical skills to carry 
out investigations and apply knowledge to solving everyday problems.  The use of calculators is recognised and  
a valuable part of mathematical teaching, but they do not replace the learning of number bonds. 
 

Children learn a lot about numbers and shapes long before they come to school.  There are many opportunities with picture-
book illustrations for talking to the pre-school child about numbers.  We welcome your involvement in mathematics just as 
much as we do in reading.  There are a lot of mathematical opportunities at home for counting, measuring and estimating.

Feõu dysgir i gofnodi eu canlyniadau mewn datganiadau ysgrifenedig gan ddefnyddio siartiau, graffiau, a 
diagramau ac i fedru cyflwynoõu darganfyddiadau i eraill ar lafar.  Rhoddir pwyslais cryf ar ymdriniaeth

Scientific knowledge and understanding have an equal emphasis with the ability to carry out experimental 
activities.  Children are encouraged to develop  enquiring minds and to tackle scientific questions such as 
òWhat might happen ifé..?ó  They are helped to devise experiments which will provide some of the an-
swers and to understand the concept of fair testing to obtain accurate results. 
 
They are taught to record their results in written statements illustrated with charts, graphs and diagrams 
and to communicate verbally their findings to others.  There is a strong emphasis on scientific approach and 
respect of  observational techniques.

Maeõr gallu i gynllunio gwneud ac asesu gwerth atebion technolegol i broblemau ymarfer-
ol yn hanfodol i ddealltwriaeth y plentyn oõr byd naturiol ac oõr byd a grewyd gan ddyn.  
Rhydd Technoleg gyfle da i blant weithio ar y cyd yn rhan o dîm. 
 
Gall torri, gludo a gwneud modelau syml yn y cartref fod o help mawr iõr plentyn sydd 
heb gychwyn yn yr ysgol i ddechrau datblygu medrau ar gyfer technoleg yn yr ysgol. 
 
 
Our children are growing up in a rapidly changing world.  Technological understanding of the environ-
ment and an awareness of the implications of  modern technology is fundamental to this subject.  The 
ability to plan, make and evaluate technological solutions to practical problems is a necessary part of the 

childõs understanding of the natural man-made world.  Technology provides a good opportunity for children to work 
cooperatively as part of a team. 
 
Cutting out and pasting and making simple models at home will help the pre-school child to begin to develop some 
skills for technology at school.  
 

 
Mae T.G. wedi chwyldroi cyfathrebu yn yr ugeinfed ganrif.  Maeõn gwneud cyfraniad ymhob rhan oõr 
cwricwlwm ac mae dysgu defnyddio cyfrifiaduron a chaledwedd amrywiol yn hanfodol.  Tra yn yr 
ysgol caiff disgyblion brofiad o ddefnyddio cyfrifiaduron òAml gyfrwngó amrywiol.  Bydd y disgybli-
on hefyd yn cael y cyfle i fanteisio ar gysylltiadauõr ysgol efoõr rhyngrwyd ac i ddefnyddio E bost.  
Cyn i blant ddefnyddio y rhyngrwyd bydd angen iõw rhieni arwyddo ffurflen ganiatad. 
 
Hyfforddir y plant i gyfleu syniadau drwy gyfrwng prosesu geiriau a thrîn graffigwaith, i ddefnyddio 
cronfeydd data, i ddefnyddio rhaglenni efelychu a modeli ac i reoli symudiadau gan ddefnyddio 
dyfeisiadau megis òCrwbanó. 
 
 
I.T. has revolutionised communications in the twentieth century.  It contributes to all parts of the curriculum and it is 
vital that children learn to use computers and other hardware.  Whilst in the school, pupils will gain the experience of 
working with various computers.  Pupils will also have the opportunity of using the schoolõs access to the internet and 
email.  Before being allowed access to the internet parents will be required to sign a consent form. 
 
Children are taught how to communicate ideas through word processing and graphics handling, to use databases, to use 
simulation and modelling programmes and to control movement using devices like a Bee-Bot.

Mae ymwybyddiaeth oõr gorffennol yn cychwyn pan fydd plant yn sylweddoli fod pethauõn bodoli cyn 
cyfnod eu bywyd hwy.  Bydd y Babanod yn dysgu am gymeriadau a 
digwyddiadau hanesyddol a mytholegol drwy gyfrwng storïau, dramau, 
ymweliadau ac wrth drin tystiolaeth.  Gydaõr Plant Iau daw 
ffynonellau hanesyddol aõr modd iõw dehongli yn fwy-fwy pwysig wrth 
astudio cyfnodau penodol yn hanes Prydain aõr Henfyd.  Astudir 
agweddau o hanes leol ar draws yr ysgol. 
 
Historical understanding begins to develop from the time that children become 
aware that things were in existence before their lifetime.  Foundation Phase 
children learn about historical and mythical characters and events through stories, 
plays, visits and handling items of evidence.  In KS2,  historical sources and their 
interpretation become increasingly important through studies of certain prescribed 
periods of British and Ancient history.  Aspects of local history are studied 
throughout the school. 

Mae cyfleoedd teithio aõr amrywiaeth mawr o raglenni teledu a geir wedi cynyddu ymwybyddiaeth plant o 
wledydd a phobl eraill.  Trwy astudioõr ardal leol a chymharu hon a lleoedd eraill yn y Deyrnas Unedig a 
thramor, bydd y plant yn datblygu eu gwybodaeth aõu dealltwriaeth o bobl a lleoedd yn y byd sydd ohoni. 
Drwyõr astudiaethau rhanbarthol hyn  cynydda eu dealltwriaeth oõr effaith mae nodweddion ffisegol, y 
tywydd a materion amgylcheddol yn eu cael ar ffordd  pobl o fyw.  Mae themau daearyddol dynol yn 
trafod trafnidiaeth,  gwasanaethau, poblogaeth a chyfaneddu.  Mae defnyddio mapiau a darluniau yn 
bwysig yn yr  holl feysydd astudio. 
 
Travel opportunities and the great variety of television programmes have increased childrenõs awareness of other lands and 
peoples.  By studying the local area and comparing this with other places both in the United Kingdom and overseas, the 
children will develop their knowledge and understanding of people and places in the world today. 
Through these regional studies they will acquire an increased understanding of the effect of physical features, climate and 
environmental issues on the way people live.  Human geography themes deal with transport, services, population and 
settlement patterns.  The use of maps and photographs is important to all of the areas of  study. 

Mae magu ymwybyddiaeth o liw ffurf a phatrwm yn cychwyn yn y blynyddoedd cynharaf.  Yn yr ysgol 
bydd y plant yn dilyn rhaglen gytbwys o weithgareddau celf, crefft a dylunio.  Drwy weithio mewn dau o 
thri dimensiwn gydag amrywiaeth o ddefnyddiau a chyfrwng, feõu hybir i 
werthfawrogi eu gwaith eu hunain a gwaith eraill.  Yn ystod eu cyfnod yn 
yr ysgol gynradd cânt  y cyfle i ddysgu peth am gelf mewn gwahanol 
arddulliau yn perthyn i nifer o ddiwylliannau a thraddodiadau.  Hefyd 
trafodir ac asesir gwerth gwaith artistiaid enwog. 
 
Fostering an awareness of colour, form and pattern in the world around us begins at 
the earliest age.  At school, children follow a balanced programme of art, craft and 
design activities.  By working in two and three dimensions with a range of materials 
and media, they are encouraged to appreciate their own and othersõ work.  During 
their primary schooling they will have the opportunity to learn something about art in a 
variety of styles from many cultures and traditions.  Work by well known artists is 
also discussed and evaluated.
