We firstly would like to thank you, the staff and the pupils of Presteigne County Primary School for giving me such a warm welcome and informative morning. I now write to congratulate you on successfully completing Phase 5 of the Powys Healthy Schools scheme. 

Feedback from the visit:

As an assessor I felt the school had a warm, happy and nurturing environment. It was noted that staff and pupils took pride and ownership in being a part of the Presteigne School community. The pupils had very good behaviour and showed a very polite and respectful manner during my visit. This was evident by talking and meeting with the School council, Eco council, SNAG, JRSO and the colourful current topics displayed within the school. 

General Comments:

It was clear that the school had a whole school approach and the Healthy School ethos was clearly embedded into life at Presteigne School. The values of the school shone through the school assembly with excellent role play presentations and songs delivered by the pupils. It was a pleasure to see so many parents/carers attending. There was a nurturing feel to the school where the older pupils brought out the confidence of the younger infants. Other areas of the NQA were clearly developed with excellence awareness of the importance of healthy living, safety and hygiene.
Recommendations for the Powys Excellence Award
The next phase for the school would be to continue the excellent practice and continue to gather evidence and audit the NQA document in all the development areas. I am aware that Sam will be leaving on maternity and so it’s imperative that Healthy schools remain on the agenda in Staff, Governors and school council meetings. Recommendations were made on the day: 
· Areas around PSE could be further developed and involve all staff, the School nurse etc (Growing Up training to be delivered 24th November)
· There is a clear and consistent pathway from foundation phase through to year 6 regarding Emotional Health and wellbeing with the use of Circle time, SEAL assemblies, worry boxes, Incredible years, anti bullying, Forest schools etc  

· The school uses a system of applying to be on a particular school council, Eco etc rather than voting - ensure that the pupil group choose the new members as opposed members of staff.

· The next accreditation let the pupils speak freely (best without members of staff really hard for teachers not to keep filling in!!) 
·  Communication to parents to improve participation consider the ‘text messaging’ system, updating school website.
· All policies are reviewed and the whole school is involved including staff, School Council, Governors (use the school council to contribute to the policies).
· The PEA accreditation will need to involve outside agencies, Governors etc ensure all are aware of your Healthy Schools status.
Congratulations on achieving Phase 5 and as a team we look forward to Presteigne working towards the Powys Excellence Award. Best wishes to Sam on her forthcoming addition and I’m sure the school will continue working with the good practice clearly embedded in the school.
