Use good describing words to explain what was going on in their heads.

 How would you persuade  people to go and visit this baby in a stable. What would you say to them to explain how you know this baby is a very special baby.
Make a video on Flipgrid pretending you are have just been to the stable and explain what you saw. You could pretend you are an angel, a shepherd, a King or even one of the stable animals.

Find other books that are about the Christmas story but are slightly different or from another perspective, for example ‘Jesus’ Christmas Party’ by Nicholas Allan. A story that tells the story from the perspective of the grumpy inn-keeper


	Find out about how Christmas in celebrated around the world. Find out about their traditions, when they have their presents, what they eat for their special food

Share your information on Flipgrid. You could also send me a video of you telling us all about the different whale species.
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Handwriting formation: Practise your handwriting by writing out the fantastic facts you have found,
Remember to put your letters in the correct place on the line and start at the correct place 
	Phonics – RWInc Group Practise your speed sounds by building up words (use the list on Seesaw) by using your Fred Fingers and then write the words down. Practise using all the speed sounds you have learned and ask someone to help you with new ones if you are ready for a challenge. 

Practise reading and spelling your first 100 and 200 words. Also practise word building using your sheet of Speed Sounds. Phonics – Ask someone to test your reading and spelling of the first 100 and 200 words.



Spelling Group- practise and learn your words and check you remember the ones we have already learned.

Practise spelling the rhyming patterns you found in the book ‘Twas the Night Before Christmas’. 
Extra challenge find other words with the same rhyming patterns.

Try to get immediate recall of facts. Say the maths story and think of the inverse. Apply the Commutative Law.

Put the facts into larger numbers. For example
2x3=6
20x3+60
200x3=600
Remember ‘The Logic of the Language will give you the answer’

Practise fist counting in
2s,5s, 10s, and when you know these practise your 3s and 4s count on and back and stop and say the maths story, the Commutative law and the inverse.

Practise halves and doubles up to 20. Apply the logic of the language to use these facts with larger numbers.

	Find the mass of different presents under your Christmas Tree at home.
Does the biggest always have the greatest mass?
