Use a random story 
generator as the starting 
point for your own story, 

e.g. Scholastic Story 
Starters.

Compare a book with an 
animated / movie version of 

it. Which do you prefer? 
Why? How is the movie 

similar or different to the 
original text?

Write a summary of a 
story in the form of a 

‘tweet’. Can you 
condense the plot 

into 140 characters?
