	Other ways in which families can help 
	Please continue to listen to your child read at home regularly, encouraging a wide range of fiction and non-fiction texts. Check that children understand what they read by discussing the characters behaviour and feelings, and asking them to make predictions about the plot.
Please help consolidate learning of maths by helping your children learn times tables and number bonds. When possible, please offer your children practical, real-life opportunities to use maths (e.g. telling the time; measuring distances, weights and volumes, and using money.)
It is likely that we will be requesting recyclable materials to use as part of our maths trail – including tyres of various sizes. Please look out for our requests on weekly newsletters. Diolch!
