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AIMS AND OBJECTIVES
· To build, in a responsible and developmentally appropriate way, on children’s existing knowledge and experience of their bodies, relationships and the world around them.

· To undertake appropriate education at primary level in order to ensure that pupils will be better able to manage puberty and will develop skills and self-esteem to become confident adolescents.

· To enable pupils to recognise and respond to unacceptable behaviour by adults and other children.

MORAL AND VALUES FRAMEWORK
The school will ensure that where sex education takes place due regard is given to moral considerations and the value of family life in its widest sense.  The school is also aware that at a time when children come face to face with different cultures and different family set-ups it is vital that they are taught to respect others, who have different religions, cultures and customs.

EQUAL OPPORTUNITIES
The school has an Equal Opportunities Policy rooted in a commitment to equal access to all pupils, irrespective of their gender, family background, race, culture, religion, language or disability.

All pupils, irrespective of their gender, family background, race, culture, religion, language or disability, have access to Sex Education at school.  Parents have a right to withdraw their child from Sex Education lessons if they so wish, but this request must be made in writing.

ORGANISATION OF SCHOOL EX EDUCATION
Teachers involved in the delivery of Sex Education will:

be informed of the contents of the school’s Sex Education Policy and its implications;

· have access to INSET if required;

· monitor and evaluate, with reference to the Science Curriculum so that statutory requirements are met;
· liaise with Secondary Schools to ensure development from Key Stage 2 to Key Stage 3 when and if required;




· foster sound relationship with specialist support service organisations;

· review the Sex Education provision biennially, and report on the effectiveness of school policy;

· seek the views of pupils, parents and governors as part of the review process;

· ensure that all aspects of the school’s programme are sensitive to the needs of all pupils.

· give an opportunity for parents to access resources intended for use with their children in order to secure approval for use of same.

· a statement of “ground rules” of what is and is not permissible to discuss within lessons.

· Children will be taught in mixed classes throughout the school.  All pupils will have access to the whole curriculum, not merely the aspects relevant to their sex.  Additional opportunities will be given for pupils to discuss individually or in single sex groups, aspects which may be personal, or aspects relevant to one sex [e.g. periods, wet dreams] with specific teachers, should this be deemed necessary.

· at KS1 aspects of sex education will be covered during our current topic cycle e.g. lifecycles 
· at KS2 sex education will be taught to Y5 and 6 every other year during the summer term either as part of a relevant topic (e.g. Ourselves) or as a PSE ‘mini’ topic delivered in partnership with our school nurse.  (PSE for Y5 and 6 in the interim years will deal with Drug Awareness.  This approach will ensure that every child leaving Franksbridge School in Y6 will have followed a balanced PSE programme).

· Use will be made of the Sex Education DVD ‘SENSE’ - with Years 5 and 6.

· Safe use of the Internet and social media sites will be taught through the Digital Competency Framework and visits from the police schools officer.

SPECIFIC ISSUES STATEMENTS
· Confidentiality:  Teachers will respect any confidences shared by pupils.  However, if a teacher suspects that a child could be in any danger following disclosure of a confidence, they must act in accordance with the school’s Child Protection Policy. 
· Child Sexual Abuse:  [See also Welsh Office Circular 25/88]                  
·   If a member of staff suspects that a child is being sexually abused, advice must be sought immediately.  Child Protection Guidelines must be followed.

· Child Withdrawal Procedures:  Parents have the right to withdraw their child from Sex Education lessons.  [The school must be informed in writing if the parents wish to exercise this right.]

    N.B.  Aspects of Sex Education appear in National Curriculum Science at                                                                                 
Key Stage 1 and 2.  Parents cannot withdraw children from these areas of 
Sex Education.

· All members of staff should be informed of pupils withdrawn from Sex Education, since this could have a bearing on the way they respond to individuals seeking advice.

· Pupils with Special Educational Needs:  These pupils have the same legal entitlement to Sex Education as their peers, but lessons should be tailored to their needs, in terms of context and methodology.

· Procedures for the Involvement of Health Professionals:  Where possible there will be close liaison with the School Nurse.  He/she will be invited to all meetings with parents, and invited to participate in class work.  We feel that he/she has a valuable role to play, particularly as children can feel more at ease discussing personal queries with an outsider rather than with a teacher whom they see on a daily basis.  This also aids transition to high school. The role will seek to reinforce the programmes of study already in place, with the presence of the teacher encouraged to secure continuity and progression points following the visit.


Any professionals invited to the school must work within the school’s Sex 
Education Policy and should be aware of the ethos of the school and the 
way in which it has decided to deliver Sex Education.

· Procedure for the Involvement of Visitors:  All visitors will have to work within the school’s Sex Education Policy and should be aware of the ethos of the school and the way in which it has decided to deliver Sex Education.

· Teaching about HIV:  There is a growing group of children who are living with the impact of HIV / AIDS.  We need to ensure that all children are educated correctly, and that we correct misinformation and allay fears.  By educating the children about responsibility for health, hygiene, safety, illness etc. we lay the foundations for HIV / AIDS education.

WORKING WITH PARENTS
· The school sees Sex Education as a shared responsibility and seeks to keep parents informed of Policy and Programmes of Study and will provide opportuities to view and discuss materials that will be used in school and may be used in the home .
DISSEMINATION OF THE POLICY
Copies of the School Policy will be given to all School Governors, and a copy, for viewing by parents, will be available on our  school website.  A synopsis will also be contained in the School Prospectus.
PROCEDURES FOR POLICY MONITORING AND EVALUATION
· Implementation of the Policy will be monitored by the Headteacher.  The Policy will be reviewed biennially at the end of the Summer term in which the programme work takes place.
