If your child is eligible for free school meals it means they can enjoy delicious,
healthy meals without the bills and the fuss of making packed lunches. Many
children are already eating free school meals, and your child may be able to have
them too. School meals will give your child a real appetite for learning and help them
to achieve their full potential.

There is nothing healthier for your child and your family’s budget than free school
meals.
