Recall ten more and 10 less of a number.

Use J2Blast to practise 3, 4 and 5 times tables. 





Use the link to the number square to help find numbers that are one more and one less. 





Play some online games to practise your times tables and finding one more and less. 





Generate 2-digit numbers using a dice, or make your own number cards to pick out. Can you name one more and less than the number? Can you name ten more and less than the number?
