The Area Resourced Based Specialist Centre at Knighton C/W Primary School


Knighton C in W Primary School follows the SEN Code of Practice 
and offers inclusive education wherever possible.

The Specialist Centre is staffed by one teacher and one learning support assistant (LSA). At present the centre LSA works mainly in the mainstream classes and helps the children to integrate effectively.
All pupils register in their mainstream classes and attend the Specialist Centre for basic skills for part of the day. Additional and specialised assessments are used to explore children’s strengths and weaknesses to help us understand where they are having difficulty. The children have individual education plans (IEPs) to record their personal targets.
The KS2 children have access to the centre in the mornings and the FP children have access in the afternoons. Otherwise the children integrate in mainstream with or without support depending on their level of need.
In the centre we also try to make learning fun and memorable by using multi-sensory methods. Multi-sensory learning is good for everyone. 
We use computer assisted programmes with the pupils including Rapid Maths Rapid Reading and Writing and the Nessy Learning Programme.
Pupils may need their work to be differentiated to suit their needs. Differentiation can be provided by adapting the task, providing apparatus or materials, changing the environment or some pupils may need extra adult support at times.
The Centre Staff work closely with parents, colleagues and other outside agencies. 
· The Educational Psychologist 
· The Speech and Language Therapist (SALT) and / or assistant 
· The Teacher of the Hearing Impaired visits our school on a weekly basis.

· Outreach Schools. We seek advice from our outreach support and sometimes pupils transfer to our outreach schools if this is considered to be appropriate.
· We call upon other agencies as necessary e.g. physiotherapy / occupational therapy
· Working as a team with the child and parent has proved to be most successful and makes a clear difference to the child’s learning.

The centre staff are trained to use the Incredible Years Dinosaur programme regarding behaviour modification.
The centre teacher is also trained in delivering the Elklan Speech and Language Programme and the Incredible Years children’s therapy group and parent groups.
